It has a lot of means of
transport to make our travel easier. Among all the transportation options, |
like the tram, the MTR and the bus most. | will introduce them below.

First, | like the tram. The trams in Hong Kong have double-deckers and
there are no double-decker trams in other places Although there aren’t
any air-conditioning inside the trams, they’re cool if we open the windows
while they are on the road. Also, the trams only operate on Hong Kong
Island. Although travelling by tram is slow, it’s cheap. It costs only 1.50
dollars for each child.
